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TURN IT OFF 

 Irrigation systems can usually be shut off 

between now and late April 

– Water by hand and only when plants are 

visibly thirsty 

– Take advantage of wetter/cooler months 

to upgrade your irrigation system 

 Overwatering causes root rot and does not 

help the health of the plant 

 Don’t let your irrigation system cost you

Now is a great time to: 

– Install a rainwater harvesting system 

– Install a graywater irrigation system 

– Redo your landscape and add stormwater 

catchment basins 

– Upgrade your irrigation system 

• Install a smart irrigation system controller 

and high efficiency sprinkler nozzles 

• Remove your lawn and replace with low 

water use plants or permeable surfaces
